Do I have to Volunteer?

Please notehat Boy Scout of America camp standards require that a 1 adult to 4 camper
ratio must be maintained during Day Camp.

Everyone who comes to camp has to completely fill out an separate registration form.

Are there Camperships?

Camperships of up to half the cost of camp are available to campers in need. A completed
campership form needs to be turned in with the registration form at least one month before
the camp.

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What is My Job as a
Day Camp Pack Coordinator?

As Day Camp Pack Coordinator, you are the pack’s main contaafdomation on day camp. Your job
includes the following:

» Attend a Pack Coordinators Training (see your camp directosibtive council website
www.ocbsa.org for training dates by camp.)

* Answer pack parents’ questions concerning day camp registration.

e Collect all day camp registration forms from your pack.

» Verify that all required information, payments and forms arepter®, accurate and turned in on time
based on your camps time line.

It is very important that you take the time to make sureftinats complete and correct prior to turning
them in. A few seconds looking at each form as it is givemtowill save you and the camp director
lots of time on the phone. Make sure that there is complete cam&mergency contact information.
Make sure that the medical and shooting sports sections ageofiiteandsigned Double check that the
payment amounts on the form reflect the amount that is being paedbrcamper, if the pack is
contributing $20 to a campers fees and the camper is paying $80 nthehfould show $100, the
amount of the pack check attributed to that camper.

» Coordinate with your packs’ parents to ensure ¢inatadult for every four campers every days
provided by your pack to comply with BSA requirements.

» Forward all completed forms and payments to your District Ekegu€amp Director or the council
office by the assigned deadlines. All units are encouraged toiffagne unit check.

* Some camps distribute T shirts through the pack coordinator.

More information will be provided at each camps pack coordinatmiricgasessions.
A pack coordinator from each pack must attend one of the sessions.
Check with your camp director or go to www.ocbsa.org for a schedule.

How do I sign up my Pack for Cub Scout Day Camp?

Signing up your packs Cub Scouts for Day Camp is easy! Just fibiosteps below can contact your camp
director or district executive if you have any questions.

» Attend pack coordinator training. Obtain a pack coordinator paakatyfour camp director or district
executive. Review the contents of the packet and make sure yeemaugh copies for your unit.

» Promote Day Camp at Pack meetings. Distribute registrédirms to all interested cubs, adults and
youth.

» Collect registration forms and payments for your pack. Comfiletden rosters. Turn in completed
forms and payments to your District Executive, Camp Directthecouncil office by your camps
deadlines. Remember that the early turn in discount deadline isGdraina.

* Notify all adult and youth volunteers of volunteer orientation anditrgidates. Attend volunteer
orientation and training sessions.

» Follow up with adult volunteers to verify 1:4 ratio. Attend day @and have fun!

We know that this can be a lot of work. As a small token of ajgiren the pack coordinators get a ten
dollar ($10) discount for one camper. There is only one discount perfgaskieeds a camp director or
district executive signature, so be sure to get in touch with dzely.
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A Few Things to Know

Adult Leadership: Your packmust provide_at least one adult for every four Scaitsnding Day Camp.
It is strongly suggested that additional adultssass provide two deep leadership. The adults are
responsible for the pack youth each day at day c&ugitional adults from the pack are encouraged to
volunteer to assist the dens.

Discipline: Discipline is the responsibility of the adult leas attending camp with the den. Adult camp
staff is available as a recourse to assist withdisgipline problems. Specific discipline policiedl be
discussed at camp training and orientation sessions

Leave your pets at homeCamps abound with natural wildlife - birds, sqelist bugs and more. For this
reason pets are not allowed at camp. No exceptions.

Off Limits: Be aware of off limit areas and other restrictiohthe camp location.

Dens: Every effort is made to keep home dens togetharthey may be split due to program constraints.
Please indicate any preferred groupings on yourdgters. If you have specific questions or congern
regarding dens please contact your camp director.

Advancement Policy: There are several opportunities for advancemeagtCamp. A lot of potential
achievements will be available at day camp. Day ataff will not sign off books. It is the respdoitity
of the den leader or parent to determine if a Shastearned an achievement.

Sibling Camp, Tot Lot: Most camps have a sibling camp for the youngdingib of campers so that their
parents may lead their defiis is only available for siblings when their parats are at camp.The

cost is $5 per day of $20 for the whole week pédcfhis provides a T-shirt and age appropriate
activities for children from three to ten. To atfesibling camp a child must be at least three yelarand
potty trained. A parent or guardian must be in catall times.

Refund Policy

Refunds will be subject to a $40 cancellation fee.

Up to three weeks prior to camp:a refund is available of all fees paid less $40caenper.

Withing three weeks of camp:refunds, less $40 per camper, are only availdineld the camper in
question find himself in one of the these circumesés:

» his family moves out of the council;

» there is a death or serious illness in his imnted@mily requiring his attendance;

* he becomes ill and is unable to attend the entek of camp with a doctors note.

All refund requests must be in writing. Up to three weeks prior to camp requests may betsehe
Orange County Council office. Within three weeksafp please make refund requests through the
District Executive, listing the reason the campeaunnable to attend. Refund requests will be medsure
against the refund policy and granted accordirggfunds will be mailed to the Unit Committee Chajr
the second week in September and may be combirtedthier fees owed or due and any outstanding
debts to the council
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
